	Standard configurations can have input names and functions changed dynamically while the controller firmware is running.
This is done using the handset and works for the emulator being reflected in the IO List display and the IO Panel display I/O names.
These changes are not currently reflected in to the I/O map available to other emulation or the Simulation Manager.

	It is possible to define a single input as being externally linked to two different outputs (IC4 Emulator>Tools>Manage Emulation Links menu option).

If this has been done the “Remove All” feature available from the same menu option will only remove one of the entries for the duplicated input.

Subsequent use of the “Remove All” feature will remove the remaining entries.

	It is possible to define a single input as being externally linked to two different outputs (IC4 Emulator>Tools>Manage Emulation Links menu option).

If this has been done the actual state of the input will not be generated as an OR of the linked output states but as the actual state of the last output processed, this will be the last one defined.

If more that one output is to be linked to a single input function multiple physical inputs should be used and then combined within special conditioning to provide a single state.

It appears that the problem is caused when a Parameter Set file e.g. e22222c.xml, is copied from one PC to another PC, even if the .8sd file has been copied from one PC to the other one beforehand. When selecting the parameter set files after opening the 'Activate Parameter Set' window from 'Parameter Set' menu option in the Simulation Manager, if a copied parameter set file is selected for one of the two emulations, this causes both emulations to run so slowly that they appear stopped.

2.7.2 Patches

2.7.2.1 Patch 1 (14.0.1)
This was a previous patch available to upgrade the IC4 Emulators v14.0.0.8 to 14.0.1, to include the issue 9 firmware. This has been superseded by Patch 2.
2.7.2.2 Patch 2 (14.0.2)

This is a cumulative patch to upgrade the IC4 Emulators v14.0 to 14.0.2, to include firmware issues 9, 10 and 11. This is available from the Siemens Traffic website.

When installing Patch 2 the instructions defined in Appendix A should be used.

3 Software Distribution and Installation

3.1 General Instructions
The Software is released and distributed on a CD-ROM. The release CD contains an automatic installation program that will install the software onto the target machine.
3.2 Installing from an IC4 Configurator CD

The procedure is as follows:

a) Place the IC4 Configurator CD into the CD-DRIVE and run the Welcome application.
b) Access and View supporting information via the available buttons on the Welcome Screen. 
c) Select the Install IC4 option from the Welcome Screen. 
The installation program is menu driven and prompts for information as required.
The Emulator and DatamanPro application installers will also be automatically started. If not required installation of these software elements can be cancelled.

3.3 Installing from an IC4 Emulator CD

The procedure is as follows:

a) Place the IC4 Emulator CD into the CD-DRIVE and run the Welcome application.
b) Access and View supporting information via the available buttons on the Welcome Screen. 
c) Select the Install IC4 Emulator option from the Welcome Screen. 
The installation program is menu driven and prompts for information as required.

Appendix A IC4 Emulator Patch 2
This is a cumulative update that will install IC4 Emulator version 14.0.2. This will provide ST950 firmware 46059 issues 9, 10 and 11 to an existing IC4 Emulators 14.0 installation.
IMPORTANT: This update will only upgrade IC4 Emulators at version 14.0.0.8 and higher.

Please use the following instructions to confirm that the existing version of IC4 Emulators installed on the PC is correct before attempting to run the update tool.

1. Open IC4

2. Select the menu option Help–About...
3. Check that the version displayed in the window starts: IC4 14.0

4. Press the OK button to close the ‘About’ window.

5. Open any valid IC4 configuration.

6. Select the menu option Compile–Emulate... and a file selection window opens.

7. Check that there is a file named “IC4SIM_46059_8.exe”.

8. Right-click on this file and select the Properties option.

9. In the Properties window that opens, select the ‘Details’ tab.

10. Check that the version shown is at least: 14.0.0.8
11. Press the Cancel buttons to close the open windows.

If a previous version of IC4 is installed, please contact Siemens for the upgrade to v14, for which there may be a charge.

If IC4 Emulators 14.0 are installed, open the executable “IC4Sim_14.0 - 14.0_2_0.exe” to begin the installation and follow the instructions that appear.

Please Note: As usual, the installer will request ‘Administrator’ user rights in order to update the necessary program files.

When the update is complete, Emulators for the ST950 firmware 46059 issues 9, 10 and 11 will have been installed (in the usual place) and the version of IC4 Emulators will now be shown as 14.0.2.0.
Known Limitations

1. The new firmware issues i.e. “46059 ISS 9” aren’t listed in the Firmware Type and Issue drop down on the IC4 General Junction Data screen. The user has to manually edit this field if the configuration is required to only run with firmware issue 9 or later (and launch the issue 9 Emulator by default).
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
